Multiply simple pairs of proper fractions, writing the answer in its simplest form [for example ¼ x  ½ = 1/8] 

Divide proper fractions by whole numbers [for example 1/3 ÷ 2 = 1/6]

To be able to identify why the Parthenon was built.

	Maths: 

Associate a fraction with division and calculate decimal fraction equivalents [ for example, 0.375] for a simple fraction [for example] 

Recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages, including in different contexts.

Multiply one digit numbers with up to 2dp by whole numbers. 

Use written division methods in cases where the answer has up to two decimal places.
History:

To be able to state the similarities and differences between Sparta and Athens.
Science: Use recognised symbols when representing a simple circuit in a diagram

	Maths: Prior knowledge, fluency, reasoning and arithmetic to be covered across the week, linked to learning objectives.
History: 

To know about the Spartans and Athenians.

Science: Observing and explaining the effect of different volts in a circuit.

	Maths:

Recall and use equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages, including in different contexts.
Percentages Solve problems involving the calculation of percentages [for example, of measures and such as 15% of 360] and the use of percentages for comparison. 
History: 

To be able to state similarities and differences between life as a Bognor child and life as a child in Sparta.

Science: Associate the brightness of a lamp or the volume of a buzzer with the number and voltage of cells used in the circuit
	Maths: Prior knowledge, fluency, reasoning and arithmetic to be covered across the week, linked to learning objectives.
History: 
Debate the advantages and disadvantages of Bognor children and Spartan children.
Science: Observing and explaining the effect of different volts in a circuit.

Measure and conversion (not time)

	Maths:

Solve problems involving the calculation and conversion of units of measure, using decimal notation up to three decimal places where appropriate. 

Use, read, write and convert between standard units, converting measurements of length, mass, volume and time from a smaller unit of measure to a larger unit, and vice versa, using decimal notation to up to 3dp. 

Convert between miles and kilometres.
Science: To understand variations in how components function.

	Maths – Prior knowledge, fluency, reasoning and arithmetic to be covered across the week, linked to learning objectives.
Science: By investigating the relationship between wire length and the brightness of bulbs or the loudness of buzzers.
