ACCESSIBILITY  POLICY

INTRODUCTION

We believe that all children and adults have a right to be able to fully access all aspects of school life that includes access to the physical environment and the wider curriculum.

This policy was developed through consultation with staff, children and Governors.

PRINCIPLES

At Bartons we uphold the view that everyone should be able to access all aspects of school life whatever their abilities, background and/or needs. We believe that everyone should be treated with equal value and respect and that pupils should be given the opportunity to respect, experience, understand and value diversity.

AIMS

· To create a caring school with a positive working environment for all.

· To ensure that all groups of children are able to access the curriculum, including opportunities to take part in music, drama, sport and outdoor visits and activities.

· To ensure that all groups are able to access (enter and leave) the building and move around safely.

· To have high expectations of all pupils whatever their abilities or physical needs.

· To raise awareness of disability and equal opportunities among school staff.

RESPONSIBILITIES

· Teachers, Teaching Assistants and Midday Supervisors are responsible for implementing the procedures in the policy

· The Headteacher and Premises Committee will oversee adherence to this policy

PROCEDURES

The SEN procedures will be followed to ensure that children receive appropriate support. (See SEN Policy).

The curriculum will be differentiated to cater for all abilities and needs and to allow all pupils to access all areas of the curriculum.

All outside agencies will be encouraged to provide support for SEN children.

Two allocated parking spaces will be provided for those with a disability or for their families.

Specific plans will be discussed for children who need short-term support following an accident or a relapse in their medical condition to ensure that they receive care and support to reintegrate them into school. These plans will be shared with all members of staff.

There will be an annual review of the physical environment to ensure that all areas are accessible to all of the children and that we take account of the needs of members of the community who have disabilities.

Fire drill procedures will identify provision for children with disabilities.

Risk assessments will be completed for all educational visits. Additional support will be put in place to allow all pupils the opportunity to access all visits.

 The Premises Committee of the Governing Body will regularly review the policy.
